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	South Hams Local Development Framework: Site Allocations Development Plan Document (DPD) for Kingsbridge – Publication Stage

Phew! What a mouthful – but that’s Local Government for you at times.  Let’s see what it’s all about…..

South Hams District Council has been working hard to identify suitable sites across the district for development, particularly for affordable homes.  An important part of this work is the Local Development Framework (LDF) which sets out the context and planning policies which will shape such development.  The LDF system was introduced by the government in 2004; it replaces the local plan system.  An LDF is made up of a series of documents which are built up over time and can be altered or added to as needs arise.  Most of these are called Development Plan Documents (DPD).  The system is flexible enough to fit local circumstances but requires that certain tests are met if plans are to be adopted.  The district council has adopted several LDF documents to date including a Core Strategy (setting out broad development provisions for the district to 2016) and an Affordable Housing Development Plan (setting out the policies to provide affordable homes in the South Hams).

We are now at the stage where the aim is to finalise the DPD for Kingsbridge in readiness for adoption.  This DPD will only consider site allocations.  In practice this means proposing land for homes, employment, mixed uses, community uses (for example play areas and sports pitches) or commercial development.  In particular, the DPD for Kingsbridge focuses on finding suitable sites for about 200 dwellings and 5 hectares of employment land to 2016.  It will also indicate suitable sites to meet needs to at least 2026 for a further 300 dwellings and 3 hectares of employment land.  The affordable housing target for sites to be allocated in Kingsbridge is 55%.

The site allocation plans are also on display at the Town Council offices, Kingsbridge Library, Kingsbridge Information Centre and Quayside Leisure Centre.  Sites have been identified at:  North West Kingsbridge (north and south of the Plymouth Road), Quayside area, Lower Union Road area, Garden Mill area, West Alvington Hill and Leigh Cross.  
An important aspect of the LDF system is consultation with local communities in the plan making process.  The town council has been involved to date.  Now there is an opportunity to consult with townspeople.  An exhibition will be held at Quay House during the day on Tuesday 2nd February to be followed by a Public Meeting that evening at 7.00 p.m. in the Council Chamber where officers from the district council will present the DPD proposals and you will be able to ask questions.  But the clock is ticking away and the deadline for your comments is 5.00 p.m. on 10 February 2010 by email to forward.planning@southhams.gov.uk or in writing to South Hams District Council, Follaton House, Plymouth Road, Totnes, TQ9 5NE.
Philip Yates, the town mayor, says:  “The Site Allocations DPD for Kingsbridge is a pivotal piece of work which will shape the future development of our town.  I encourage townspeople to carefully consider the plans.  If you have any questions or you’re uncertain about anything then please do not hesitate to contact the District Council as above, your local Town Councillor or the Town Clerk and we will try our very best to point you in the right direction.  So get involved and get in touch.”

	ICE - In Case of Emergency
The cold winter has brought parts of the South Hams to a standstill – but this ICE is here to help you.

Eight out of ten people aren’t carrying information that would help if they were involved in an accident.  Are you one of them?  Storing next-of-kin details in your mobile phone can assist the emergency services if you’re unable to tell them who to contact.
How does it work? 
Simply use your mobile’s phone book to store the name and number of someone who should be contacted if you have an emergency – but add the letters ICE in front of their name. 

ICE stands for ‘In Case of Emergency’ and it’s what the emergency services will look for if you’re involved in an accident and have your mobile phone with you. This straightforward idea is highly recommended by our local emergency services. 
Getting started 
On most mobile phones you simply need to select ‘Contacts’ and choose ‘Add New Contact’, then enter the letters ‘ICE’ next to the name, followed by the telephone number of your next of kin. Make sure you choose a number that’s easy to get in touch with – a home number could be useless in an emergency if the person works full time.  It’s recommended that you enter daytime and evening numbers where this is possible.
What should I do next?
Make sure the person whose name and number you are giving has agreed to be your ‘ICE partner’. You should also make sure your ICE partner has a list of people to contact on your behalf, such as your place of work. In addition, they’ll need to know about any medical conditions that could affect your emergency treatment, including allergies or medication.

If you’re under 18, your ‘ICE partner’ should be your mother, your father or an immediate member of your family authorised to make decisions on your behalf. Friends and other relatives won’t be able to make decisions for you if you’re admitted to hospital.

Storing an ICE number makes it easier for everyone if you’re involved in an accident. It only takes a few seconds – why not do it today?


	
	Grant Aid – Does your group need a cash boost?
