MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING

Members were in receipt of the National Joint Council for Local Government Services (NJC) agreement for car allowances for financial year 2007/08.  It was RECOMMENDED for mileage rates to be approved at 40.5p (to 999cc), 44.2p (1000-1199cc) and 55.8p (1200cc plus) with immediate effect.

Members were in receipt of NJC’s agreement for local government pay scales for financial year 2007/08.  It was RECOMMENDED for staff salaries, as detailed at Annex A, to be approved with effect from 1 April 2007.  It was further RECOMMENDED that staff rotas and working hours be reviewed and implemented by the Clerk.
07/18     FEES AND CHARGES

Members were in receipt of Fees and Charges for Quay House, Trebblepark allotments, Bandstand and Embankment Road Cemetery for financial year 2007/08; and a thorough review was completed.  It was RECOMMENDED to approve an increase in “Room Rentals” at Quay House between 4% & 10% and for all other fees and charges to be retained, as detailed at Annex B, with effect from 1 April 2008.

Members were in receipt of income and expenditure estimates for financial year 2008/09.  Each cost code was carefully considered.  It was RECOMMENDED for the budget, as detailed at Annex C, to be approved; this would require a 2.2% increase in Precept from £87,102 to £89,026.
