ANY FURTHER CURRENT PLANNING MATTERS

49.1
Following a questionnaire survey of town and parish councils SHDC was to conduct a review of its Development Control service with the aim of making it more customer focused.  A meeting was to be held at 6.00 p.m. on Monday 7 September 2009 in the Council Chamber at Follaton House.  The meeting would establish the background of the review, the parameters to be taken into account, and explore some of the issues that local councils faced.  It was RESOLVED that Cllr Freeman and the Clerk would attend on behalf of KTC.

At the council meeting of 14 July 2009 it had been Resolved for KTC to write to DCC requesting the application for a Definitive Map Modification Order for Footpath No.15, Kingsbridge (rear of Crabshell Quay) be determined at the next Public Rights of Way Committee.  If this could not be achieved KTC would make representations to the Secretary of State as a period of 12 months had elapsed since the application had been made.  DCC had replied (letter dated 18 August 2009) that due to other commitments, in particular lengthy public inquiry processes elsewhere in the South Hams, that it was unable to consider the application at the next Public Rights of Way Committee to take place in November 2009.  However, the matter was due to be received at its meeting in March 2010.

It was noted that KTC had reported its position and its intended action.  It was RESOLVED that the Secretary of State be invited to direct DCC to make a decision.

Following the Planning Committee meeting of 21 July 2009, SHDC had been requested to investigate the positioning of 2 large advertising boards at the entrance to Morrisons Supermarket, Cookworthy Road in order to establish whether planning permission was required.  SHDC had replied that advertisement consent had not been applied for adjacent to the highway and that the boards did require approval.  Moreover, it was unlikely that planning support for the retention of signs would be forthcoming.  The store had been contacted and a request had been made for the signs to be removed as soon as possible.  A subsequent application could of course be made.

Tree Wardens now received an e-bulletin “Tree Warden Update” from the Tree Council rather than a hard copy by post.

It was noted that visitors tended to eat take away foodstuffs alongside the estuary and waste was placed in the rubbish bins which led to some overflowing at peak times during the holiday season.  It was questioned whether this was a litter bins’ capacity or quantity issue and noted that the provision of litter bins was now much improved.  It was also queried whether trade waste regulations were being flouted.  It was agreed for the situation to be monitored during summer 2010.
