ANY FURTHER CURRENT PLANNING MATTERS

Cllr Freeman reported that Malcolm Elliot, SHDC Area Planning Officer, had provided a copy of his earlier response to KTC’s letter dated 26 October 2009 which queried planning permission for an extension at 3 Scholars Walk, Kingsbridge.  SHDC’s original response had not been received in January 2010.  It detailed that the Case Officer had recognised an error in measurement of the remaining area of garden.  However, the error did not provide the basis for the officer’s decision and was aware of the correct scale of the drawings at the time of making the decision.  Although the extension covered a large part of the garden it was considered that sufficient open space remained and the extension did not constitute over-development.  It was RESOLVED to note the contents of SHDC’s reply regarding the rationale for application 28/1098/09/F planning permission.
