ANY FURTHER CURRENT PLANNING MATTERS

43.1
Cllr Freeman reported that a number of trees along Cookworthy Road, bordering the new Tesco site, had been marked by red paint.  They were however, outside the Tesco land area.  SHDC had been contacted and reported that Western Power were to trim the trees away from power lines.
43.2
The Clerk reported that DCC (letter dated 22 July 2010) was conducting a public consultation on the Modification Order for Footpath No.15 (Crabshell Quay to Embankment Road via the quay edge) which ended on 3 September 2010; KTC was the applicant for the Order.  The consultation identified the proposed direction that the footpath should take which had been broken down into 4 sections alongside:  via Crabshell Quay, the Crabshell Inn, Kings Court flats, and Moule’s Boatyard.  It was RESOLVED to reply to DCC:
· that KTC fully supported confirmation of the Order,

· to report there was overwhelming evidence for the Modification Order for Footpath No.15 Kingsbridge to be confirmed,
· that KTC was content for the Order to be confirmed along the edge of the estuary as identified in the Order.  However, it was recognised that passage from points B to C (at the Crabshell Inn) was not always possible due to tables or flower planters and therefore a Diversion Order should be sought to direct members of public to walk around any obstacles and through the car park as they had done in recent times, 

· that from points C to D (at Kings Court) it was recognised the owners of the flats may wish to conduct maintenance from the footpath on an occasional basis every 4 or 5 years.
