ANY FURTHER CURRENT PLANNING MATTERS

Members received a situation report on Footpath No.15:

· On 18 July 2008 KTC made a formal application to DCC for a Modification to add Footpath No.15 as a public right of way.

· DCC acknowledged the application on 7 August 2008 reporting that if the application had not been determined within 12 months then KTC could apply to the Secretary of State to direct DCC to make a decision.

· On 7 August 2009 KTC again wrote to DCC strongly requesting for the application to be received by the next Public Rights of Way Committee.

· DCC responded on 18 August 2009 that the application was unable to be received by the November 2009 meeting but was scheduled to go to the following meeting in March 2010.

· On 18 September 2009 KTC requested the Secretary of State (Defra) to direct DCC to make a decision. 

· On 16 October 2009 Defra wrote to DCC requesting information within a 6 week timeframe.

· Recent phone calls to Defra revealed that DCC did indeed reply within the specified timeframe but had not included all relevant information and a further request had been made.  DCC would be hastened on 25 January 2010 if the relevant information had not been received by that date.  
· The Town Clerk had also been informed that Defra would make an immediate decision on the way forward upon receipt of information from DCC.
