ANY FURTHER CURRENT PLANNING MATTERS

The Clerk reported that at the last Planning Committee members had queried why KTC had not been consulted upon a Certificate of Lawfulness (28/1704/10/CLP) granted for the proposed use or development, for a gate and balustrading at 43 Embankment Road, Kingsbridge TQ7 1LA.  SHDC Development Control had replied that it was not a formal planning application rather an order to determine whether planning permission was required for the proposed development.  Therefore there was no consultation required and KTC had been informed for information only.  Part of the balustrading shown on the plans would require planning permission; the remaining development was permitted development.
