Two members of Kingsbridge Park Bowling Club commented on planning application 28/2263/10/F to be received at the meeting.  They broadly welcomed the proposals however, they did have some concerns:

·  there was a history of vandalism to the former public toilets in the Recreation Ground and they wished to know what arrangements would be put in place to manage the disabled toilet and whether it would be open all the time,
· an assurance was sought that buttressing for the park’s perimeter wall would be adequate,
· the Bowling Club’s storage area should be preserved,

· lighting should be provided for the ramp and steps, and

· the covered area beneath the ramp should be enclosed.

ANY FURTHER CURRENT PLANNING MATTERS

Cllr Gilbert reported that he was to attend a site meeting with SHDC planning officers and the owners at Higher Centry, Kingsbridge, regarding planning application 28/2130/10/F (conversion of barn to dwelling).  SHDC had concerns regarding skyline development, visibility, access to the highway, and light pollution.

Cllr Gilbert further reported that planning criteria regarding redundant farm buildings was likely to change.

Clare Stewart, SHDC Planning Officer, had reported via email that she had investigated an alleged breach of planning control at 42 Wallingford Road, Kingsbridge, regarding the erection of a conservatory and decking at the rear of the property.  The only matter which constituted a breach of planning regulations was decking as it was over 300mm in height.  The regulations allowed authorities to use discretion whether or not to pursue a breach and overall she had assessed the decking as acceptable and therefore the matter would not be pursued further.
