ANY FURTHER CURRENT PLANNING MATTERS

146.1
Mr T Jones letter dated 2 April 2010, regarding Footpath No.15, had been received by the Policy Committee on 28 April 2010.  It identified that The Moorings, the property adjacent to the recently confirmed footpath, had conditions attached to its own planning permission detailing a public right of way had to be maintained across the waterside boundary of the property.  Members noted that the path was actually gated off which prevented access to the general public.  It was RECOMMENDED that a letter be sent to SHDC’s Development Control reporting that The Moorings footpath had been brought to KTC’s attention and to request an investigation.

Further to the above it was noted that DCC had not formally written to KTC to confirm acknowledgement of Footpath No.15.  Cllr Freeman reported that a person had actually fallen into the estuary during spring tides as they were unsure of the actual route of the footpath.  It was RECOMMENDED to contact DCC’s Public Rights of Way Officer requesting confirmation and information on the Modification Order for Footpath No.15 e.g. width at various locations.
