· the proposals would impact on the amenity value currently enjoyed by himself and his neighbours,
· five new windows would be introduced to the elevation which overlooked his property, to replace one window currently in situation, which would incur a loss of privacy,

· the proposed extension was much larger than the current extension which was to be demolished,

· the plans had been drawn incorrectly and the proposed extension was substantially different to that submitted and in particular was much higher, 
· a large arched window would look down the entirety of the rear of Fore Street, 

· an old chimney stack would be demolished, 

· the property was in a designated Conservation Area,

· the current extension blended in well and should not be changed.
