ANY FURTHER CURRENT PLANNING MATTERS

Members received a proposed amendment to the committee’s Terms of Reference regarding its delegated powers to make decisions on planning applications on behalf of the full council.  It was RESOLVED to amend the Planning Committee’s Terms of Reference at paragraph 6(b) to read:  “Planning applications, variations to approved applications and related planning matters regarding major developments in the town, such as supermarkets or large housing estates, should be considered by the Planning Committee in the first instance with a recommendation to the full Council for a final decision.  In case of doubt, the definition of what constitutes a major development to be determined by the Mayor, Deputy Mayor and Chairman of the Planning Committee.”

Members received a reply from Malcolm Elliot (Team Leader, SHDC Development Management) in response to KTC’s enquiry regarding historical planning permission at the The Moorings, Embankment Road, Kingsbridge and in particular, whether provision was made for public access along the water frontage.  SHDC had reviewed the planning permissions and confirmed there was no planning condition or legal agreement which required such provision.

Members received a news bulletin which detailed Nick Clegg’s (Deputy Prime Minister) recent announcement of a £1 billion Regional Growth Fund to help areas and communities at risk from public spending cuts.
