ANY FURTHER CURRENT PLANNING MATTERS

Cllr Freeman reported on a previous planning application (28/1392/09/CU) for change of use from a workshop to a workshop with ancillary use for premises outside the town centre retail area.  KTC’s Planning Committee had recommended refusal but subsequently permission had been granted by SHDC.  He had researched the matter and discovered that the relevant Development Planning Policy (KP4: Commercial Development in Kingsbridge) detailed that such development could be permitted for small scale retail outlets ancillary and subsidiary to industrial, craft or service uses.

Cllr Freeman referred to recent Standards Board for England advice sheets circulated by the Town Clerk regarding declaration of interests and predisposition, predetermination and bias.
