At the outset Cllr Freeman explained that the Tesco supermarket application was to be considered that evening.  However, the committee would only make a Recommendation to the council meeting of 22nd January as the full council considered any major development in the town.  The Public Open Forum would be extended above the usual 10 minutes if required.  Cllr Gilbert was attending as a South Hams District Councillor that evening as the application was within his own Ward.

APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies were received from Cllr David Thorning.

Public Open Forum
· Keith Wingate, Fire Officer, stated that Kingsbridge had a retained fire service which required local people to travel to the station as quickly as possible in event of call-out.  The route from Cookworthy Road via Fore Street Car Park to Duncombe Street was used as a short cut.  He considered that works within the car park and mooted closure of the car park’s exit to Fore Street would inhibit the response time.  Travel via Cookworthy Road and Plymouth Road added a further couple of minutes to the journey time.  Cllr Freeman noted Mr Wingate’s, and a fellow Fire Officer’s comments, and suggested that the Fire Service wrote to SHDC announcing its concerns.
· Roger Trembath requested details of the outcome of the recent meeting between council and bus company operators which had discussed bus routing via Fore Street.  Members replied that this was an exploratory meeting only and the operators had agreed to a further meeting.  Alternative bus routes may require the purchase of other tickets and the matter was to be further considered by council.  Mr Trembath further enquired about the toilets in the Fore Street Car Park within the Tesco supermarket application.  Cllr Gilbert had received an assurance from SHDC that closure would only take place if an equivalent service is provided by Tesco.
· Alan Brooking stated that he was campaigning to get rid of pylons in the town.  Cllr Gilbert replied that he was continuing to press Mr Brooking’s case.

· Liz Lee, Pig Finca, was concerned at the number of steps within the Tesco supermarket planning application and that it may have the affect of funnelling people to the lower end of the town centre only.  Cllr Freeman replied that the linkage from Fore Street Car Park to Fore Street was one of the reserved matters to be considered in the application.

· Irene Jenninga was concerned that Tesco may extend from the 1st floor of the proposed supermarket.  Cllr Freeman replied that any extension would require a further planning application.

· Lift – consideration of a lift rather than currently planned steps for transition from supermarket and Fore Street Car Park.

· Linkage to Fore Street – public consultation to be conducted once plans for linkage between top of Fore Street Car Park and Fore Street are provided.
