Cllr Freeman reported that Footpath No.15 was to be an agenda item at the council meeting of 22 April 2008; regarding non-confirmation of the Modification Order as a public footpath within the Kingsbridge Definitive Map Review.  He distributed a paper and detailed that there were 4 options available to council:
· Negotiate with the landowners to provide a ‘permitted path’

· Negotiate with landowners to provide an agreement for a formal dedication of a path which would meet the approval of all parties

· Seek a Judicial Review

· Apply for a further Modification Order.

Members felt that it may be wise to pursue a couple of options simultaneously.
