Apologies were received from Cllrs McGing, Washington, Williams and Yates.

Mr Finnermore and Mr Patrick made statements objecting to planning application 28/1250/08/F (Resubmission of 28/2639/07 for extension to dwelling to provide new garage and granny annexe at 5 Buckwell Road, Kingsbridge, TQ7 1NQ); the former was the occupier of the neighbouring property at 3 Buckwell Road.  The garage to be dismantled and redeveloped was part of an attached garage and it was considered that the remaining part of the garage at no.3 may be in danger of collapse if the proposed works were conducted.  No dialogue had taken place between the applicant and Mr Finnermore, and permission for a new roof for the remaining garage had not been given.  Moreover, the works would also leave an approximate drop of 6 feet between the drive of no.3 and the neighbouring property.  Finally, the plans were misleading as they detailed a level site whereas the road was actually on a hill.
