Cllr Freeman reported that SHDC’s decision on planning application 28/1727/07/F (installation of a 3.99m high replicated flagpole and provision of 3 small equipment cabinets and various enabling and associated works on the rooftop of the Telephone Exchange, Fore Street, Kingsbridge) had been deferred.  The Development Control Committee had requested T-Mobile to furnish the following information in order to enable the application to be progressed:
· Evidence that proper consultation had taken place with the local community, via real engagement, such as public meetings rather than just exchange of correspondence.

· Evidence that there had been a thorough examination of alternative sites i.e. details of the site selection process, which other sites had been considered and why they had been determined to be inappropriate.
