ANY FURTHER CURRENT PLANNING MATTERS
126.1
The Clerk informed members that 2 letters had been received from SHDC regarding the South Hams Local Development Framework (LDF); CR/FP/LDF-DCCP-REG25 dated 22 January 2009 and CR/GS/LDF/PO dated 26 January 2009.  The former correspondence detailed that SHDC had to notify all LDF consultees of the subject of any DPDs that it proposed to produce and that KTC could make a representation on what the documents ought to contain.  KTC had already submitted its own proposals for the Kingsbridge DPD which had been acknowledged.  The latter correspondence detailed that SHDC had adopted the LDF Planning Obligations Supplementary Planning Document on 18 December 2008 which set out the council’s policy framework through which it would process, seek and secure planning obligations.  It was RESOLVED to note the LDF correspondence.

The Clerk informed members that Cllr Balkwill and himself had met with Simon Putt, SHDC Tree Officer, on 12 February 2009 to discuss proposed surgery to trees in Quay House grounds.  A Monterey Pine next to the garage required crown lifting as its lower branches were resting on the garage roof.  A Robinia and Lawson’s Cypress to the rear of the garage required felling.  The former tree was in poor condition and the latter was resting on the Bandstand roof and was of low amenity value; it was proposed that 2 Liquid Ambers be replanted in the locale to match similar trees in the town square.  The Tree Officer had confirmed that an application for tree works would be required and Cllr Freeman had drawn up plans of the grounds and trees.  It was RESOLVED to make an application for tree works in Quay House grounds: for crown lifting of a Monterey Pine and felling of a Robinia and Lawson’s Cypress; the latter to be replanted by 2 Liquid Ambers.
