CONSIDER TREE WORKS AND CORRESPONDENCE
The following decision was received from SHDC (further to an ‘Area’ classification placed on the site in February 2008 as an interim measure):

Tree Preservation Order: 56 Embankment Road, Kingsbridge.

Confirmed as Modified.

The reasons for confirming the Order with modifications are:

The Order has been modified following detailed assessment and classification of the trees on the site to replace the ‘ Area’ classification.

The trees, 12 individual specimens (Monterey Cypress, Holm Oak & Pine) and a group of 6 Holm Oak, are prominent in the landscape and are therefore important to the character and quality of the landscape and amenities enjoyed by the public.

The Council considers it expedient in the interests of maintaining this amenity that the trees should be protected by means of a Tree Preservation Order.

Issues such as a tower lift from the site to Fore Street car park and signage were not part of the reserved matters application.
