A Tree Preservation Order has been served for the following reasons:
· The trees are prominent in the landscape and are therefore important to the character and quality of the landscape amenities enjoyed by the public.
· SHDC considers it expedient in the interests of maintaining this amenity that the trees should be protected by means of a TPO.
· SHDC considers it expedient to use an ‘Area’ classification to bring general protection over a number of trees on this site. This has been served as an interim measure to allow a detailed assessment and classification of the trees on the site ahead of a detailed Tree Preservation Order.
