The meeting was attended by members of the public who wished to make statements regarding planning applications 06/48.4 & 06/48.6.  The Clerk distributed a précis of objections raised to date by parishioners.
Mr Caddick (Boutique 144 Ltd, 63 Fore Street, Kingsbridge) stated that there were many objectors to planning application 28/1707/06/F to alter, extend & change use of 61 Fore Street, Kingsbridge to a Fish & Chip Shop.  The objections were on the grounds of smell, litter, noise, car parking, precedence and conservation area issues.  He requested that members take stock of the objections and objected strongly to the proposal.

A resident of Embankment Rd stated that there were many objectors to  planning application 28/1723/06/F to demolish the existing dwelling & erect 2 semi-detached dwellings with garages at 40 Embankment Road, Kingsbridge.  The objections were on the grounds of appearance, traffic (recognised SCARF site), social housing, increased height, precedence and multi-occupancy issues.  He requested that members take stock of the objections and objected strongly to the proposal.
