ANY FURTHER CURRENT PLANNING MATTERS
106.1
Members received fieldwork plans drawn up by Andrew Lethbridge of the Derby Road development site, which he had presented to a recent Working Party meeting.  Cllr Freeman reported that council had outline planning permission for 3 houses, 3 garages and 12 parking spaces on one half of the site.  The new plans detailed 8 houses and 14 parking spaces on the entire site, with vehicular access remaining from Derby Road.  It was agreed that the new plans may be attractive to would be developers.  It was RECOMMENDED that Tor Homes and Kingsbridge Feoffees are forwarded the plans in order to gauge their interest.

Members were in receipt of Salcombe Harbour Board’s consultation document on proposals to improve safety within Salcombe Harbour by changing the management of Whitestrand Pontoon and the operation of a dinghy racing free fairway.  Council had forwarded the consultation to Kingsbridge Estuary Boat Club (KEBC) for their opinion and members received their comments.  The committee felt that KEBC’s response was well considered.  In summary, it detailed:

· The proposals for Whitestrand Pontoon were reasonable.

· Normandy Pontoon could be utilised during the evening.

· A review of ferry berths was required.

· The proposals for a free fairway were reasonable.

It was RECOMMENDED that KEBC’s paper be forwarded under cover of a supportive letter to Salcombe Harbour Authority.
