ANY FURTHER CURRENT PLANNING MATTERS
85.1
Cllr Freeman reported that outline planning permission had been granted for a second supermarket and a reserved matters application was expected shortly; members would be very familiar with the topic.  Council had proposed a list of conditions for Tesco’s previous application in 2004 and the Clerk would supply these to members.  He highlighted Kevin Williams’ (SHDC Monitoring Officer) recent training session on the new Members’ Code of Conduct, and particularly on predisposition and predetermination which were common law issues.  He advised members to be extremely careful with their comments when discussing the new supermarket in order that they are able to have an open mind to the merits of the reserved matters application before making a final decision at a meeting.

Cllr Balkwill had been approached by a parishioner regarding the build of 2 dormer windows at a property in Highfield Drive without planning permission.  The Clerk would request SHDC Development Control to look into the matter.

Cllr Balkwill was aware of 2 barrels and umbrellas positioned close to the highway at the Regal Club and queried whether some form of planning permission was required.  The Clerk would request SHDC Development Control to look into the matter.

Members sighted plans for new bus stops on the A379 Embankment Road, close to the junction with Warren Road supplied by Parsons Brinckerhoff (consultants to DCC).  These had been requested by local people and supported by council.  The works included widening of the footway, raised access kerbs, flag and pedestrian guardrail on the river side; and new footway, Bissell Desire style post and flag and raised access kerbs on the landward side.  Neil Oxton (DCC Highways Officer) had contacted him that day to explain that an additional bus stop midway between the town square and Warren Road was deemed unnecessary at this current time and DCC would await an evaluation of the new bus stops in the first instance.
