ANY FURTHER CURRENT PLANNING MATTERS

Members had previously been alerted to a proposed diversion of Public Footpath No.1 Kingsbridge on the extremities of the western boundary of Quay Car Park and now received a formal consultation from SHDC.  The re-routing alongside the Quay itself was to accommodate development of land at Tumbly Hill.  It was RESOLVED to support the diversion of Footpath No.1 Kingsbridge.

Members had been requested informally whether an earlier meeting start time was acceptable in order to better accommodate members.  It was agreed that in future all meetings would commence at 1700 on Tuesday evenings; in the week prior to council meetings.

The Clerk had received a holding reply from SHDC Planning & Affordable Housing Officer regarding council’s request to work alongside SHDC as the formation of the Kingsbridge Area Action Plan was developed; to be contained within the overarching South Hams Local Development Framework (SHLDF).

The Clerk had received notification that DCC had published its Devon County Waste Local Plan which was available within its website at www.devon.gov.uk.  It was noted that the plan did not contain any proposals for new waste management facilities within the parish of Kingsbridge, or close to its boundaries, therefore to save costs paper copies of the Local Plan would not be sent to council.  Members agreed that this was sensible.

The Clerk reported that 3 copies of ‘SHLDF – Sherford New Community Area Action Plan’ had been received.

The Clerk alerted members to a consultation document from the South West Regional Assembly requesting comment on a review of additional pitch requirements for Gypsies and Travellers in the South West.  The paper proposed 51 residential and 5 transit pitch requirements within the South Hams.  A University of Plymouth report detailed 43 caravans in the South Hams at the last count in January 2006.  The actual location of specific sites for Gypsies and Travellers in the South Hams would be dealt with within the SHLDF.
