T1 – Evergreen Oak – reduce crown by 20%.  Remaining wounds should be no bigger than 90mm in diameter.

RECOMMEND Approval.  The Description of Works in the application at paragraph 7. was not considered to be specific but implied that the applicant had conducted similar works by reducing the crown and thinning every 4 or 5 years.  It was further considered that the way in which the tree ‘cantilevered’ out from the cliff face presented a potential danger and that the proposal to reduce the weight of the overhang was necessary to avoid danger to those using the foreshore.  Indeed, in view of the unstable nature of the cliff face, felling of the tree may be prudent.
