ANY FURTHER CURRENT PLANNING MATTERS

Cllr Johnson reported that the Southwater Court development off Embankment Road appeared to be wider and taller than the approved plans.  It was RECOMMENDED to write to SHDC requesting confirmation that the dwellings were being developed in accordance with the application, and that appropriate action be taken if not.
84.2
Cllr Heavisides noted that the access road between Mill Street and Prince of Wales Road had been continually blocked off to through traffic while the adjacent development was being built.  Members acknowledged that this was a nuisance however, DCC had allowed permission for the same during the build.

The Clerk reported, following a previous enquiry, that minor works at Allys Mill, Derby Road, had to seek planning permission from SHDC because permitted development rights had been forsaken when the property changed usage from commercial to residential premises.

The Clerk reported, following a previous enquiry, that application fees for amendments to approved plans were free if submitted within 12 months of approval.  Subsequent applications would attract the regular SHDC scale of fees.

The Clerk reported that a standard planning application for use across all English local planning authorities was to be introduced from October 2007.  The National Standard Planning Application Form (1APP) would become the only method of submitting a planning application for most types of consent.
