ANY FURTHER CURRENT PLANNING MATTERS
28.1
The Committee had considered a planning application (28/1031/07/F) for an off-street parking bay at land adjacent to 93 Church Street, Kingsbridge on 5 June 2007, and it was resolved by full council on 12 June 2007 to recommend Refusal on the grounds that:  “the proposals constitute a traffic hazard in that vehicles will emerge on a blind bend into a stretch of narrow road, will involve the felling and/or damage to trees subject to TPOs, and that the latter form a natural barrier separating Scholars Walk from Church Street and the adjacent Conservation Area”.

The applicant however, had confirmed that there would be no damage to the roots of any trees as the construction would be of “no dig construction” and the hard standing was to use “ground guard grid” seeded with grass.  It had been determined that the application should be reviewed.  Members made a site visit to the proposed location prior to the meeting; reviewed the application’s Design & Access Statement and objections received from nearby residents; and considered recent information supplied by the applicant.

It was RESOLVED to Recommend Refusal on the grounds that:

· the proposal constitutes a traffic hazard in that vehicles will emerge on a blind bend into a narrow stretch of road
· the creation of a parking bay, as proposed, would seriously detract from the existing pleasant street scene and would be damaging to the character and appearance of the Kingsbridge Conservation Area and neighbouring listed buildings.

The Clerk distributed new draft Terms of Reference for the committee to reflect council’s resolution to delegate decision-making powers.  It was RESOLVED to adopt the new Terms of Reference.
