RECOMMEND Refusal on the following grounds: 

· Over development of this constricted site

· Obstruction of views of the estuary from established existing properties, and

· Loss of glimpses of the estuary when approaching the town from the east

· The site includes the route of Footpath No.15 (currently under review) and it is not clear is this is properly safeguarded in the proposals put forward.  In this connection, whilst this council welcomes the provision of a new footpath on the roadside and the concept of retaining a footpath along the waters edge, it considers that a dedicated footpath, separate from all other uses, must be incorporated, and safeguarded for public use by an appropriate Section 106 Agreement.
