ANY FURTHER CURRENT PLANNING MATTERS
The Clerk reported that an additional, revised, plan had been received for planning application 28/2681/07/F – extension and alterations at 8 Fairfield Close, Kingsbridge, TQ7 1JS.  The Planning Committee had Recommended Refusal, at its meeting of 5 February 2008, on the grounds that the proposal would be over-development of the site and in particular, the rear extension would be too dominant in the locale.  The revised plans, annotated “for information only”, were considered by members.  They detailed boundary levels, screening and deletion of southern side elevation windows with replacement by a roof window.    

The Committee had received 2 applications that evening where revised proposals had been provided by re-submissions of planning applications.   Members queried the boundaries whereby a revision to a previously submitted plan necessitated a new planning application in its entirety.  The Clerk would query with SHDC.
