ANY FURTHER CURRENT PLANNING MATTERS
50.1
The Clerk had received an offer from Tom Jones, a local resident, to provide free services for half a day per week in assisting council with the Kingsbridge Area Action Plan within the South Hams Local Development Framework process.  Tom was a qualified planner with 12 years experience in local government and had presented his CV.  He was abroad until late November and on his return would contact the Clerk.  Members were very content with his kind offer.

Cllr Gilbert and the Clerk reported that parishioners had made them aware of ‘no public right of way’ signage being placed at the entrance to Scholars Walk.  SHDC’s grant of planning permission dated 27 January 2003 had a clause which stipulated that a pedestrian route through the development from Fosse Road to Waterloo Road had to be provided.  Therefore the Clerk had written to Labyrinth Properties Limited requesting the signage be removed; which had been positioned by the residents’ management company due to problems with vandalism and litter.  Two directors of the management company and a representative of Labyrinth had met with them on 20 August 2007 and the situation was discussed.  The management company considered there were issues with Devon County Council and Barratt Homes (the builders) and it was agreed for Labyrinth to write to council stating their case as soon as possible.  Nil letter had been received to date.  It was RESOLVED to contact SHDC Planning Enforcement team to request that they prosecute the matter further.
