Cllr Freeman reported that some recent plans had been of poor quality.  Cllr Gilbert stated that he would make his fellow district councillors aware.

The Clerk reported that DCC (unreferenced letter dated 14 January 2008) intended to submit all applications on the national form known as APP1 with effect from 6 April 2008.

DCC had responded (email dated 16 January 2008) to KTC’s request for further consultation regarding the planning application for a new pavilion at Kingsbridge Community College.  DCC had considered points raised by local residents and revised plans would be forwarded.

SHDC’s South Hams Local Development Framework Affordable Housing DPD (Submission Stage) and Affordable Housing SPD (Draft) (SHDC’s CR/GS/LDF/AH dated 24 January 2008) was noted.

Cllr Balkwill reported that the Widegates site, Embankment Road had had many trees cut down in preparation for development works.  None of the trees had Tree Preservation Orders however, SHDC had placed a temporary order on the entire site until a site inspection had been conducted.

Cllr Balkwill considered that due to consultation deadlines placed on planning applications KTC was, at times, unaware of representations made by members of the public.  The Clerk would draft a letter to SHDC for members to consider at the next committee meeting which would highlight the issue.
