ANY FURTHER CURRENT PLANNING MATTERS
08/161.1   Cllr Freeman reported that District Cllr O’Callaghan had requested planning application 28/0321/09/F (Construction of 3 light industrial units. Doctors Garden, Higher Union Road, Kingsbridge) be received by SHDC’s Development Control Committee rather than the decision being made by a Planning Officer.  KTC had Recommended Refusal on the grounds that the proposal did not conform to KTC’s Kingsbridge Development Planning Document submission; it would create excessive traffic adjacent to a tight bend in the highway; and visually it would have a negative impact on the skyline. 

08/161.2   The Clerk reported that South Hams Local Development Framework’s draft Kingsbridge Site Allocation DPD had been received.  Copies had been provided to all members.  Prior to formal public consultation in the autumn SHDC sought, in the first instance, community comment on the proposals.  This was to be administered by the Prince’s Foundation and a workshop, to which KTC would be invited, was to be held in Kingsbridge on Wednesday 17 June 2009; venue to be confirmed.  It was RESOLVED that a Working Party should be formed from members of the Planning and Policy Committees to review the DPD in preparation for the above meeting; date and time to be agreed at the next council meeting.
