Apologies were received from Cllrs Rufus Gilbert, Kate Lynn and Jax Williams.
Public Open Forum

Mr Perks and Mr Perrett gave a presentation on planning application 28/2136/07/F  to erect 3 houses at 76Wallingford Road, Kingsbridge which was to be considered at agenda item 07/77.4.  A contamination report, flood risk assessment and tree survey had been conducted on the brownfield site and the findings supported the building of the development which was to be built outside the 1 in 100 year flood extent.  A Section 106 undertaking was to be agreed with SHDC to make a public open space contribution in the region of £12-14,000.  Two of the houses would be aimed at local people attempting to climb the property ladder.  The design currently earmarked some exterior timber cladding, as an aesthetic consideration, however the dwellings could be fully rendered.
