ANY FURTHER CURRENT PLANNING MATTERS

The Clerk reported that he had reported to SHDC Development & Control the effect of the sun shining on new roofing at 40 Embankment Road (planning application 28/1723/06/F).  For a 15 minute period mid-morning the sun reflected off the zinc roofing material directly onto motorists driving out of town.  The effect was blinding and constituted a road safety issue.  Malcolm Elliot (SHDC Planning) had replied that he had contacted the architects, Harrison Sutton Partnership, and it had been proposed for a chemical coating to be applied in order to accelerate the weathering process.
