CONSIDER TREE WORKS/CORRESPONDENCE

The following SHDC tree works/correspondence was considered:

68.1
SHDC’s Tree Officer had written regarding 3 London Plane trees which had been planted in the town square, earlier in the year, to replace ones previously vandalised.  Two of the 3 trees had been lost again due to vandalism.  While SHDC was always reluctant to remove trees without replacing them, it was mindful that a large sum on money had already been spent, and requested the council’s opinion on a way forward.  

Members considered the town square trees to enhance the area particularly in summer.  It was RECOMMENDED to reply to SHDC requesting the 2 vandalised trees to be replaced again; to suggest that the trees may be contained by metal grills; and to state the intention of the council and local Police to introduce a CCTV system to monitor the town square area.

28/1905/06/TCA – Works to trees in a Conservation Area.  To remove 2 limbs from Ash tree at 148 Church Street, Kingsbridge.
Mr D Lavender
Cllr Freeman had declared a personal interest in the item but gave a situation report on the intended works.  He also made members aware of a letter sent to neighbours from Mr & Mrs Custerson, 6 Beechwood Drive, who were affected by the tree and supported the applicant.  The letter stated that the tree was a valued amenity and works would be kept to a minimum however, damage to property occasioned by the increasing encroachment of the tree necessitated some surgery.  Cllr Wingate (tree warden) had visited the site; he agreed with the proposal and tenet of the letter.  It was RECOMMENDED to support the application and request the works to be carried out sympathetically.

PS/CP/TPO 147 Notice 2504 – Works to Tree Preservation Order trees.  To fell 4 Cedar trees at Springhill, Coombe Lane, Kingsbridge.

Cllr Freeman detailed that the application had also been sent to Churchstow Parish Council as the trees were located within their parish boundary.  The trees were causing a public safety issue due to large limbs breaking off.  It was RECOMMENDED that Churchstow Parish Council should make the recommendation however, it was suggested that, should the trees be felled, for replanting to take place.

ANY FURTHER CURRENT PLANNING MATTERS

The Clerk reported that a recent SHDC Planning & Building Control letter (SM/CS of 18 October 2006) detailed a comprehensive review of its processes and the division of the planning service into 2 teams with effect from 16 October 2006.  The West Area Team, which encompassed Kingsbridge, was to be headed by Malcolm Elliot.

The Clerk gave a situation report on ‘Kingsbridge Ceramics’ in Duncombe Street.  SHDC’s Planning Enforcement Officer had despatched a letter to the proprietor (JS/ENCASE/0395/06 of 23 October 2006 - copied to council’s solicitors) detailing that he was seeking enforcement action.  This was due to non-compliance with previous communications detailing the necessity for planning and building control applications.  A reply had not been received within the allotted 14 days and he was to take the matter forward.

Cllr Washington reported that she was to name her new development, adjacent to the town square, ‘Quay Stables’.

Cllr Holwill reported that the area between the Cattle Market and the rear of Quayside Leisure Centre was in a poor condition.  It was agreed for the Clerk to make SHDC aware of the issue.

Cllr Johnson reported that cars and motorbikes continued to park at the side of Quay House which had occasioned DCC’s Library bus to be blocked in recently.  It was agreed for the Clerk to place notices on offending vehicles detailing ‘no parking’; to keep a record of persistent offenders; and to make the Police aware of the same.
