MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING

MASTERPLANNING FOR KINGSBRIDGE DEVELOPMENT PLANNING DOCUMENT (DPD) SITE ALLOCATIONS K1 AND K5
Members received a report on the inaugural meeting of the Steering Group for masterplanning Kingsbridge DPD site allocations K1 and K5 had been held on 15 November 2011.  Cllr Binns had been proposed to be chairman of the Group, with 2 further representatives from KTC, and secretariat support provided by KTC; however, concerns had been raised post-meeting.  It was RECOMMENDED that the landowner’s agent, Pegasus Planning Group, be informed that Cllr Binns would chair the Steering Group as an individual elected by the Group and KTC was unable to provide Secretariat support.

PRIORITIES 2011-2015

Members were in receipt of, and considered, KTC’s Priorities for 2011-2015 alongside the recommendations from the Finance Committee held on 15 November 2011 which had reviewed proposals for running costs and capital projects in financial year 2012-13.  It was RECOMMENDED for 2 further projects to be allocated capital funding:  Trim Trail equipment at £20k and Towards A Sustainable Kingsbridge (TASK) projects at £10k.

OLYMPIC TORCH RELAY

Members received a situation report on the Olympic Torch Relay.  Confirmation had been received that the Torch Relay would visit Kingsbbridge on Sunday 20 May 2012 however, the route was unknown.  Pete Osborne, SHDC Risk and Health & Safety Officer, would co-ordinate arrangements for South Hams and West Devon.  KTC was required to register its interest with SHDC by completing a return however, it was determined that further information was required before reporting how the town wished to be involved.  For example, Kingsbridge In Bloom was considering a bed of floral Olympic rings and a Concerts on the Quay event had been suggested.  Destination Kingsbridge was also due to consider the topic and may lead the project.

THE QUEEN’S DIAMOND JUBILEE
Members received a situation report on the Queen’s Diamond Jubilee celebrations 2 to 5 June 2012.  Destination Kingsbridge had suggested a provisional programme to include:

· Saturday 2 June:
Farmers Market

Beer Festival
· Monday 4 June:  
Town Square Party/Concerts on the Quay event
· Tuesday 5 June:  
Car Rally    

Other proposals had included a Beacon and flotilla in the estuary.  It was anticipated that funding bids may be required to DCC and SHDC members.

CONCERTS ON THE QUAY 2012/SEASONAL FUN ACTIVITIES

The proposed budget identified for Concerts on the Quay 2012 was £1,500 at present however, it was noted that this may be required to be increased to £3,000 in order to celebrate landmark events next year.  This would enable 3 or 4 events to be planned at £750 each.  KTC members would be required to help manage the programme.

CIVIC EVENT

The Kings Arms had been provisionally booked for Friday 27 April 2012.  The event to receive a budget of £200 plus revenue from ticket sales and may be a hot buffet.  Feedback to date had been for a more localised community event but could include other town mayors as paying guests.

WINTER CONDITIONS

Four tonnes of salt had been delivered in 25 kg bags and stored in the Garage.  An appeal for townspeople to form a community self-help team had gleaned circa 30 volunteers.  Volunteers would be contacted to collect salt week beginning Monday 28 November 2011; a high visibility bib, training, and ‘pocket guide’ would be provided.

CITIZEN OF THE YEAR AND YOUNG PERSON OF THE YEAR

Promotion by way of posters, website and press release had commenced with a deadline for applications at 3 February 2012 for next year’s Citizen of the Year and the inaugural Young Person of the Year award.

BLUE PLAQUE

Investigation for a proposed Blue Plaque at Knowle House, Fore Street, to identify and commemorate that naturalist George Montagu had lived there had revealed that there was no national scheme and local application would be required to SHDC’s Conservation Officer.  A letter had been sent to the owner of the property seeking his support.  If support was not forthcoming then the proposal would go no further.

STOCKTAKE OF COMMUNITY SPACES

Thirty one community venues had been identified in the town and sent a questionnaire; circa 20 had been returned to date.

GATEWAY SIGNS

South West Highways’ Sign Shop had provided a quotation to Kingsbridge In Bloom (KIB) for the supply and erection of 5 new “Welcome to Kingsbridge” gateway signs.  The colour signs to include the town logo, names of twinning towns, and announcement that Kingsbridge was a “Britain in Bloom Gold Winner”.  The KIB Committee to consider funding options for the same.  It was suggested that a cheaper option could be provided by way of ‘stick-on’ signs to be placed over the existing signage.  The topic would be progressed.
