MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING

UPDATES

37.1
The Clerk reported that Kevin Williams, SHDC Monitoring Officer, would conduct training on the new Members’ Code of Conduct at 1800 on Tuesday 2 October 2007.

The Clerk reported that the next edition of the newsletter was behind schedule and suggested that the editorial be outsourced.  It was agreed to produce copies of the newsletter before and after the New Year.  It was RECOMMENDED that the Clerk researched outsourcing the newsletter and reported back to the next committee meeting with his findings.

The Clerk reported on DCC’s response (L/IVY (19) dated 7 September 2007) to council’s request for installation of white lighting in the town.  It confirmed that Kingsbridge had been included on the works programme, to commence in financial year 2008/09 for conversion from traditional street lighting.  Due to the size of the town, and limited funds available to be spread across the county, the replacement works would be conducted over a number of years.  The first stage was likely to involve the areas directly off the town centre and the Police would be asked for their comments.  DCC would keep the council informed on the matter.

Cllr Howarth reported that the Union Road Feasibility Study was progressing well.  Consultants had been appointed and consultation with local businesses was under way.  The minutes of the Steering Group meeting of 4 September 2007 would be received at the next council meeting.
