DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

EXCLUSION OF PUBLIC AND PRESS

There were no members of public or press present.

CCTV
Members were in receipt of an introductory memorandum from the Town Clerk and methodologies/quotations from 3 companies for proposed expansion of the CCTV system to the town’s parks and open spaces.  All companies had made site visits and conducted extensive surveys.  The Clerk presented the 3 options to members; 2 of which suggested radio links to receive images from the cameras and the other suggested a quota of underground cabling.  Members also noted: earmarked budgets, Police crime statistics and Anti-Social logs for the locations for financial year 2008-2009, external operational requirements, and liaison needed with other authorities/organisations.    It was RECOMMENDED to:

· Appoint Sound and Visual Systems Ltd to install CCTV cameras in Duncombe Park, Recreation Ground and Quay Car Park, 3 in total, alongside ancillary equipment in order to conduct surveillance of the same (noting that the camera in Quay Car Park would also cover estuary pontoons and the Memorial Shelter area in Embankment Road).  

· Approve funding of £27,500 from Capital Reserves, already budgeted, and additional monies from operational finances, also budgeted, to fund the CCTV expansion project at circa £28,000.

· For the Town Clerk to negotiate with:

1. St Edmunds’ PCC for use of the church tower to install 3 CCTV antennae.
2. SHDC regarding the release of one car parking space in Quay Car Park; development on district council property; and planning permissions if required.

3. Devon & Somerset Fire & Rescue Service for use of the Fire Station.

4. DCC for further ‘white’ street lighting.

5. KEBC for assistance with monitoring.
