Since May 2007 there had been some huge changes and much work completed; he thanked his fellow members, the Clerk and staff for all their efforts. He gave his best wishes to Councillors Philip Yates and Anne Balkwill and assured them of his support.

ELECTION OF TOWN MAYOR
Cllr Philip Yates was elected as Town Mayor for 2009/2010.  He thanked and congratulated Cllr Gilbert on behalf of all councillors for his leadership and guidance.  He thanked his fellow councillors for their confidence and reported that high standards had been set and would be maintained.  He announced that his charity for the mayoral year would be Saltstone Caring.

REPORTS FROM COUNTY COUNCIL, DISTRICT COUNCIL AND POLICE REPRESENTATIVES
07.01   Insp Chivers reported on crime statistics for April 2009.  A total of 24 crimes had been committed, compared to 31 crimes in April 2008.  The

breakdown was:  theft of motor vehicle/taken without owners consent 1, theft from motor vehicle 4, criminal damage to motor vehicle 1, burglary (other) 1, theft/fraud 5, criminal damage 2, arson 1, assault/violence 6, and other 3.  The burglary (other) related to the theft of a pedal cycle from business premises in Ebrington Street.  A spate of bicycle thefts had taken place in Ivybridge and he was strongly advising owners not to leave their cycles unattended.  The assault/violence statistics had related to a number of incidents.  An offence of actual bodily harm (ABH) had occurred in the early hours of a Sunday morning when an argument in a bar had spilled out into the street.  A potential suspect had been identified, remained at large and was being sought.  Two offences of ABH and one of grievous bodily harm (GBH) stemmed from a single incident in the early hours of a Saturday morning.  Two males had been arrested at the time and 2 further arrests had been made with potentially more in hand.  An historical feud had led to the incident which had been fuelled by alcohol.  An incident of ABH in Rope Walk had involved a group of youths in an argument with a motorist.  Finally, an offence of common assault had also occurred.  Insp Chivers was at pains to report that overall the level of unprovoked attacks remained very low in the town.  The arson incident regarded a waste skip and contents at commercial premises in Derby Road.  
Operation Everest on 29th April had seen a force day of action to respond to PACT (Partners and Communities Together) survey priorities which had highlighted concerns from the community regarding speeding and anti-social driving.  Speeding motorists had been stopped in West Alvington and West Charleton and given the opportunity to receive either an impactive video or an interview with local school children.  It has been very successful in educating drivers and also empowered young people; positive feedback had been received.  Similar initiatives were to be arranged in the town.  The Traffic/Neighbourhood Police teams had conducted an operation to target ‘boy racers’; Section 59 Notices had been issued alongside a number of verbal warnings.  There had been a noticeable reduction in complaints of anti-social behaviour on Friday nights; PC Chesworth, PCSO Hawkes and SC Dunne-Barker had been working hard to tackle such matters.  Speed Ace operations had been conducted on 8th May by PC Chesworth and PCSO Hawkes on Embankment Road; warning letters had been sent to motorists driving just over the limit.  Much praise had been received for PCSO Hawkes operations by bicycle.  Finally, the Police had attended the Estuary Boat Club’s Security Marking Days in Quay Car Park. 

Cllr Romanos alerted Insp Chivers to noise nuisance from ‘boy racers’ at the southern end of Quay Car Park during the early hours of that morning.  SHDC had been made aware of current issues and he really appreciated the work being done by the Neighbourhood Police Team.

Cllr Binns commented that the economic recession had accelerated crime in other parts of Devon and enquired if the Kingsbridge area could expect an increase.  Insp Chivers responded that a dispersal of crime from Plymouth could be expected however, his team had close intelligence links with the Plymouth force and the matter would be addressed.     
Insp Chivers left the Chamber
07.02   County Cllr Brazil reported that an extra £2m had been made available for road maintenance to rectify pot holes etc.  Any local defects could be reported direct to himself or the Clerk.  He detailed the local projects which had been funded by DCC and his own locality budget during the previous financial year:  Eco bags £1k, Community College education trip £2k, Duncombe Park mural £450, Kingsbridge In Bloom £1k, Christmas lights £950, Community College £10k, Community Centre feasibility study £2.5k and £30k.  Therefore he was very disappointed at KTC’s recent press release entitled:  “Devon County Council chooses not to fund community services in Kingsbridge”.  He considered the article to be misleading and dishonest.  It mentioned him personally and blamed him personally.  KTC had never thanked him for his efforts and he was now singled out for criticism.  DCC had recently funded £2m for a new English block at the Community College.  He believed in children’s education and expenditure now would reap benefits in the future.  Finally, he thanked Cllr Sir Simon Day for his good work in Kingsbridge and for providing £4k towards the recent Fore Street works.   
07.03   County Cllr Sir Simon Day congratulated Cllr Philip Yates on being elected as town mayor.  He reported on the recent funding of £2m for the Community College.  He noted that the proposed Community Centre project was ongoing and was hopeful for a successful conclusion in due course.  He was chairman of the South Hams Police Authority Liaison Committee which had recently discussed Neighbourhood Watch Schemes which he considered to be very important.  PC Gail Bond had retired from the force but was to return to a civilian post to take up the Neighbourhood reins again.  Chief Constable Stephen Otter could move to the Metropolitan Police which would be a huge loss for the force.  He commented on Insp Chivers analysis of the possibility of more crime due to the recession and noted that 80% of crimes were conducted by the same people.  An extra 200 officers had been placed on the beat and a number had been appointed to the South Hams.  He was a member of the UK Delegation to the Committee of the Regions of the EU and was UK spokesperson for fisheries.  He was also chairman of the South West Regional Assembly which was about to be abolished.  Finally, he commented that the Local Government Review for Devon and recommendations for a unitary authority may not take place and that the status quo may prevail.

Cllr Yates thanked County Cllrs Brazil and Day for their reports on DCC business.  He reported that he believed the Council Chamber was the appropriate place to debate, discuss and make statements and wished to take the opportunity to make a statement in response to County Cllr Brazil, on behalf of KTC, as its new leader.

He welcomed the opportunity to explain why KTC was “hiking up taxes while the County and District councils were looking for the lowest rate possible”.  He detailed that it should always be the aim of government at all levels to keep taxes as low as possible.  He detailed statistics for weekly increase in Band D property in the 4 years’ tenure of County Cllr Brazil;  DCC had increase their share of council tax by £3.11 per week, KTC had increased its share by 12.5 pence per week.  This financial year KTC’s rise was 0.5 pence per day while DCC’s rise was 8.5 pence per day.  Moreover, in the last 2 years KTC’s precept had had to rise in order to fund an ambitious programme of new works and improvements.  For example, £3.5k to Kingsbridge In Bloom, £7k to Kingsbridge Open Spaces, and Fair Week £2.7k.  KTC had also supported local organisations and groups with significant Grant Aid and co-funded with SHDC at £2k for more and better litter bins.  Most significantly KTC had set aside £5k towards Christmas Lights in 2009.  The latter would significantly help the business community during a difficult trading period.  Town councillors had not heard the people of Kingsbridge complaining because they had not complained.  Indeed, they had thanked KTC for its efforts.  Townspeople realised that improvements had commenced for the common good.  Finally, in respect to Cllr Brazil’s allegation of “Punch and Judy politics” he reminded him that he had communicated DCC’s decision during the Bishop of Exeter’s visit on 24th April.  Verbally and with no letter of confirmation; this was sadly a feature of DCC’s style of communication.  The Gazette newspaper had been enquiring on a weekly basis for a situation report on the community hub and therefore a statement from KTC at the first opportunity was appropriate and proper.  Every person he had spoken to regarded the leader article as moderate and measured and in no way political.  He suggested that was County Cllr Brazil’s interpretation because of the facts that it communicated.  KTC remained non-political and it was unbecoming of County Cllr Brazil to suggest otherwise.  He asked members for any comments regarding DCC matters.

Cllr Gilbert suggested that County Cllr Brazil’s comments were crude electioneering and pure politics; he stood by KTC’s comments in its press release.  Cllr Griffin reported that he was dismayed that DCC had walked away from the community hub concept.  Finally, Cllr Romanos reported that he felt totally let down, did not understand the u-turn as such a decision could have been taken 18 months previously, huge amounts of time and money had been wasted, and he asked whether County Cllr Brazil personally supported the drive to develop a community centre in Kingsbridge.   

County Cllr Brazil asked the chairman if he could respond; Cllr Yates replied that he could.  He reported that Kingsbridge was the only local council which did not expect an annual report from its county councillors.  He believed it was only fair to show what he had done for the town following criticism in an official press statement.  He had never been mentioned previously in a press release.  DCC had not withdrawn from the community centre project however, currently it was not the top priority for the Corporate Assets Group.  Therefore in the short term there would be no funding.  As and when the capital programme allowed, funding may be approved in the medium to long term.  He questioned the amount of funding KTC had raised for the project and considered it inappropriate to totally blame DCC.  In a democracy there were a number of calls for limited monies.  DCC had been nervous about funding the project as monies had not been committed to date from other sources.  He repeated that overt criticism aimed at himself did KTC no favours.  Finally, he confirmed his support for KTC’s ambitions to develop a Community Centre in Kingsbridge. 
Cllr Yates replied that County Cllr Brazil had been thanked in the local newspaper, for example, for support to Kingsbridge In Bloom and Christmas Lights.  Cllr Gilbert reiterated that County Cllr Brazil’s comments were out-of-order.
07.04   District Cllr O’Callaghan reported that the latest anti-social behaviour incident in Quay toilets occurred mid-April.  The toilets were being closed at 6.30 p.m. each evening; to be reviewed should the CCTV planning application be approved and installed.  She had been contacted by residents regarding ‘boy racer’ activity in Quay Car Park late at night/early hours of the morning.  SHDC officers Georgina Lewis (Environmental Health) and Ian Hosking (Street Scene) had been informed.  A barrier had been previously considered at the Cattle Market car park however, cost at £30k had been deemed too expensive.  She supported ‘designing out’ the problems in Quay Car Park which she wished to discuss with the new Executive member to be appointed shortly.  Ian Hosking was to meet with the Police shortly.  The noise survey aimed at reviewing the proposed skate park had highlighted excessive noise levels from cars but the evidence was not conclusive.  Residents of Tacket Wood had been advised to keep logs of incidents.  Environmental Health could prosecute the landowner if a statutory noise nuisance was confirmed; the landowner was SHDC.  The Boundary Committee’s current consultation on unitary government for Devon ended on 14th May and a recommendation was anticipated in July 2009.  SHDC had 220 litre composting bins available for £12 plus £2 for delivery.  The Recycling Roadshow had been in the town square that day.  An Energy Efficiency Day was to take place in Totnes on 15th May.  Finally, she reported that Nicky Scott, Chairman of the Community Composting Association, was to visit Kingsbridge on 9th June. 
Cllr Romanos commented that SHDC Executive Committee member for car parks should be invited to discuss safety issues in Quay Car Park.  Insp Chivers had reported that Section 59 Notices had been issued to motorists.  Moreover, the noise meters set-up to test the proposed skate park recorded excessive noise from cars.  While some youngsters were good there were others who were threatening and action was required.  Cllr Howarth added that KTC needed to come up with a costed design solution to make the car park safer to present to SHDC.

Cllr Romanos enquired whether DAPC had consulted town & parish councils regarding “Integrated Devon”.  The Clerk replied that DAPC considered they were able to assess the opinion of local councils.

REPORTS ON MEETINGS OF OUTSIDE BODIES AND AUTHORITIES
16.1   Cllr Binns, alongside other members, had been invited to the Community 

College to receive presentations from students on proposed citizenship projects.  The event had been very worthwhile.

16.2   Cllr Howarth, alongside other members, had attended the recent annual general meeting of the Kingsbridge Hospital League of Friends.  No clarity was received regarding the opening of vacant bed space and the discharge of Kingsbridge residents to Dartmouth and Totnes hospitals on leaving Derriford Hospital, Plymouth.  He considered the latter was for DPCT’s convenience.  Cllrs Binns and Gilbert commented that there may also be some transference of ‘out-of-town’ patients to Kingsbridge and the 6 unopened beds may be used for chemotherapy patients.

Cllr Griffin had attended the Police Liaison and Licensed Victuallers meetings.  Both had proved very worthwhile.

16.4   Cllr Romanos commented that the first Concerts on the Quay 2009 performance “Local Vocal” was to take place on Sunday 17th May on the Bandstand.  He thanked Kingsbridge Information Centre personnel for their input.

16.5   Cllr Washington had attended the annual general meeting of the Rest Centre.  Tim Noyce was due to retire shortly after 20 years as chairman which would be a huge loss to the organisation.  She reported that young people, from the Friday night Coffee Shop, had volunteered to help clean the centre which the committee considered very thoughtful.  She further noted that the Twinning Society was to host a group of French families from Thursday 21st May.

BUSINESS BROUGHT FORWARD BY THE CHAIRMAN -

RAILWAY BRIDGE PROJECT

KTC had supported Kingsbridge Information Centre’s (KIC) A379 gateway project at the council meeting of 10 March 2009.  However, DCC had determined that the application for “planting in the highway” needed to be submitted by an “enduring authority”.  Although DCC recognised KIC as an established organisation it was not defined as above and the application could only be submitted a local authority.  KIC had therefore requested KTC to make the application and was content to indemnify the council.  It was RESOLVED for KTC to make an application to DCC for the Railway Bridge Project; and, if subsequently approved, to underwrite the project on KTC’s own insurance policy and thereafter delegate all management and upkeep to KIC.

It was RESOLVED that, in view of the nature of the business which was about to be transacted, it was advisable in the public interest that the public and press be temporarily excluded.

GAZEBOS

Members received a Working Party briefing paper from Cllrs Yates, Binns and Griffin regarding the provision of gazebos for KTC and community use.  The gazebos could be used for KTC sponsored events such as Concerts on the Quay, Fair Week, Show & Shine and made available for other organisations e.g. Kingsbridge In Bloom, local Churches, Play-Groups and Agenda 21.  The possibility of borrowing equipment from other local groups had been researched but it was found that the majority would not be suitable for secure erection on hard surfaces like the town square or it was not practical for them to be made available.  The option of purchase of gazebos had also been explored and quotations were considered by members to be funded out of capital reserves rather than the operational budget or revenue reserves.  The Reception office would manage any loans to outside groups.  A multi-tube awning, size 6m x 3m had been sourced, which could be erected behind the Bandstand on grass only to act as a performers’ shelter/facility.  DCC Youth Services also had a large 6m x 3m awning/marquee which was a sturdy steel frame model which may be available for hire.  It was RESOLVED to purchase 2 gazebos size 3m x 3m from a company researched by the Working Party.

POLICY COMMITTEE
It was RESOLVED to receive and accept the Recommendations in the minutes of the Policy Committee held on 24 April 2009.  The priority projects for mayoral years 2009 to 2011 are now re-produced at Annex D.  

It was further RESOLVED to approve a revised revenue forecast and funding plan for the operation of the proposed community centre (CKC), that council and committee meetings be held at any new development, and to review the information and advice facilities in the town in due course.  Regarding the latter it was noted that the business plan did not reflect any change to current services provided by KTC and Kingsbridge Information Centre.  It was further noted that a statement was to made in the business plan detailing that KTC had nil intention of selling Quay House.  Cllr Romanos had stepped down from the CKC Working Party and had been replaced as Project Manager by Cllr Howarth, and Cllr Binns had joined the Working Party.  An application for funding to SHDC’s Investment in the Community Initiative was to be made by end May 2009 to be followed by an application to DCC’s Investing In Devon in July 2009.
The meeting closed at 2130.

1.
