URGENT BUSINESS
The Chairman proposed 2 items of urgent business:  ‘Hospital Transport’ to be taken immediately and ‘Policy Committee’ at agenda item 07/85.

Cllr Gilbert detailed the prices of the new hospital transport system to take patients to Derriford Hospital in Plymouth.  Journeys up to 10 miles cost £5 per person each way; up to 20 miles £8 per person each way; and over 20 miles £12 per person each way.  Kingsbridge fell just outside the 20 mile boundary at a distance of 22 miles from the hospital and therefore cost £24 for a return trip.  He considered it fair and reasonable that the town ought to be included within the 20 mile bracket which would cost £16 return and members unanimously agreed.  It was RESOLVED to write to Transport Access for Patients Devon requesting that Kingsbridge be included within the ‘up to 20 miles’ costing bracket for hospital transport.

QUESTIONS TO THE CHAIRMAN
Cllr James stated that he had been approached by several licensees in the town regarding the outside bar, positioned on the town square, during Fair Week.  Seemingly, the bar was to operate from Saturday 21st to Saturday 28th July.  He had been requested to ascertain the licensing arrangements for the same as it was believed Fair Week did not officially commence until completion of the Glove Hanging Ceremony; which was to take place the following day on Wednesday 25th July.  Therefore it was considered that the South Hams Alcohol Designation Order, which regulated consumption of alcohol in public places, had been breached as the only exceptions were Fair Week and the autumn Extravaganza.  
Debate took place between members which examined the tendering arrangements for the public bar and the requirement for sale of alcohol in the town council.  

Ultimately, Cllr Gilbert responded that the Clerk would look into the matter and request the approved licensing arrangements from SHDC.

PUBLIC OPEN FORUM

Mr Lawrence Townsend
